WHAT'S THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN MOOG AND OE ?

In OE Market, some wishbone arms are sold as arm body structures (without ball joint). MOOG,  
opts to supply ‘ready-to-fit’ products to Installers, where correct ball joint is pre-fitted on the arm 
body – This provides a more convenient and efficient solution for workshops by avoiding the 
need to order separate parts and by eliminating the assembly of the two components, so 
reducing fitting times. 
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 When ordering MOOG parts, from an OE equivalent, 
check the application of the reference
